From what started off as a 
light-hearted joke turned into 
549 scout scarves being sewn 
together to make the World’s 
Largest Scout Scarf.  

When I was first asked to think 
of ideas for a world record 
that related to the scouting 
movement, it was the first idea 
that sprung to mind. A few 
other ideas were discussed but 
we all agreed the worlds largest 
Scout scarf was the best! 

It took a lot of planning and 
organizing from the media 
team with people researching 
the rules and regulations 
and requesting for it to be in 
the Guinness Book of World 
Records – which they finally 
agreed to.

Once Campdowne started 
the response from all the 
groups was beyond all of our 
expectations. If it hadn’t been 
for the Scouts and Guides 
donating their individual 
scarves the record would not 
have been as large as it is. 
Some groups donated over 
100 scarfs!  Given all the hours 
and hard work leading up to 
Campdowne seeing it come 
together seam by seam was 
amazing and the end product 
being photographed with 
Scouts and Guides from all the 
different Sub Camps looked 
unbelievable. 

It took over two days of long 
hours from eight helpers to sew 
the scarves together and it was 
very exciting to know that we 
had made a scarf that could be 
entered into the Guinness Book 
of World Records.

It wasn’t all fun and games 
making the scarf, it did have 
its complications along the 
way. There were many seams 
that had to be picked out and 
stitched all over again.  Building 
up to Thursday involved many 
late evenings, 
but it is 
hard to 
describe the 
feeling of 
satisfaction 
knowing 
something 
you have 
thought 
up and put 
your mind 
to has come 
to fruition.   
If it wasn’t for the help of 
Mandy Fenton before and after 
Campdowne spurring me on 
and helping with the stitching, 
things may have been very 

different and a lot smaller!  

Also I would like to thank 
the many ladies on the Sub-
Camp staff who have worked 
solidly on this record since they 
arrived. This record just proves 
what can be achieved through 
Scouting and Guiding with 
exceptional team work – people 
I have not met before were 
willing to give up their time to 
help us achieve our aim.
