Food will be provided but all campers will be expected to supply their own tentage and cooking equipment
however, by prior arrangement, special provision may be made for overseas contingents. Cooking must be
on portable gas stoves.

Site facilities will include the Camp Square, International Centre, Leaders' Club, Providore, telephone and
email, medical centre and information centre. Amenities on site include toilets, washing facilities and hot
showers.
